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Aurora means “dawn” - the start of a new day. The Aurora Vest
was inspired by the changing of the seasons, what’s beyond the
horizon and the desire to renew oneself. It is an incredibly
versatile garment - being ideal for hot weather worn on its own;
or for colder weather as an accessory to elevate an oultfit. The
stitch used, which is reminiscent of knitted fabric, creates a very
light and airy fabric without being see-through. The straps at the
sides make it highly adjustable, while the smart rounded ribbed
neckline elevates it. The colorwork at the back is achieved using
Intarsia Crochet and it’s a great opportunity to use mini skeins or
leftover yarn from other projects. With its high-low rounded hem,
this is a piece you will turn to time and time again. The pattern
comes with detailed instructions, pictures, color charts for
completing the colorwork section, and video tutorials to help you
throughout.
